








hen Irene and Paul Mouzakitis began their

careers, they had enviable opportunities in front of them.

They lived in New York City. He was an anesthesiologist
working in a New York hospital; she was an attorney
employed by a large insurance company. Success

seemed in the cards.

Yet, they made a critical, and even surprising, decision—
Irene and Paul would leave the city, with its wealth of
resources and connections, and relocate to a small
community in Rockland County.There, Paul would join
a practice and work at Good Samaritan. Irene would
continue working for a few years until she gave birth

home to raise them.

Yes, it was a deliberate choice to go small. And even
though Paul and Irene were in agreement and even
cherished this decision, they came to their life

choice from very different places.

small island, thousands of miles away, years ago.

“As a child, | lived on Cyprus,in a small farming
community,” Paul remembered affectionately. “I just
loved how everyone knew everyone, and kept an eye

out for each other.”

Paul vividly recalled his grandmother helping people
less fortunate, but in a very discrete way. All his life,

he’s tried to emulate her.

Grandparents played a key role in Irene’s childhood,
too.She spent a lot of time with them after her

parents divorced. Still, she came from a long lineage

of volunteerism, and now, as an adult, she wanted the
stability of a home and to be able to actively contribute

to a community.

“We had a vision for ourselves,” Irene recalled. “We
wanted a big family,a community and a hometown.

And we found it.”

In a sense, Good Samaritan has become
that small community for the Mouzakitis
family. All of their children were born
there. Paul works there. And both of
them volunteer, voraciously—despite
the commands of a thriving practice
and a household with three kids under

the age of six.

The couple has watched the hospital grow and offer an
increasing roster of world-class services. But, especially
in today’s turbulent healthcare environment, they take

nothing for granted.

“Given the state of the industry, we intend to redouble
our efforts—in our giving, helping, and in educating
people that Good Samaritan is a great resource for our
community,” Paul said.”Unless we support it, we may be
very disappointed one day.We all need to stay active,

Eventually, some
of the physicians, who were also Mike's customers,
asked him to deepen his commitment to the

foundation and join its board.

who could bring that perspective,” Mike recalled. At first,
he declined—his 12-hour work days and four children
coming to mind—but then, Mike reconsidered.”I've been
very fortunate in my life and career.| married a wonderful
woman, and | have an amazing family,” Mike said.“l thought
about all of this, and | said to myself that this was a good
opportunity to give back to the community that has
supported us so much over these years.” He's been an

active board member ever since.

This past year, Mike got to combine three of his

great passions—automobiles, his customers and the
foundation—when Wide World of Cars sponsored a car
rally for its clientele. They would donate a fee to enjoy
two sumptuous meals and drive their cars on a high-
performance track at Monticello Motor Speedway.
That day, they raised over $20,000 for the foundation.
